Keep their personal information and location private

Remind your child to be careful about what they share

Encourage your child to watch out for spam and hoax messages
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Tell us at HVYPA about any bullying your child experiences - look for
signs like being afraid or reluctant to go to school, feeling nervous,
losing confidence or becoming distressed and withdrawn, or losing
sleep.
