With the recent sudden drop in temperatures, and
the high amount of lakes in our local community, it is
increasingly more important to ensure that your
child/ren understand how to keep themselves safe.

and suffer serious injuries or even death.

e Cold water shock is a serious risk if you fall through the ice - this
is where you automatically gasp for air, but breathe in liquid.

e Always stay with friends when out alone playing/walking home in
case of an emergency.
